ON DECEMBER 3, 2005, SCOR-AEROSPACE FLEW A TEST CRAFT USING REUSABLE ROCKET ENGINES CARRYING MAIL.  IT WAS THE FIRST TIME U.S. MAIL WAS CARRIED ON A MANNED, ROCKET-POWERED CRAFT.
